SABA - is a volcanic island located just south and east of Puerto Rico — 28 miles
Southeast of St Maarten. The island is known for its diving and walking trails through
the rainforest.

The reefs are populated with
schools of tropical fish. It is possible to swim with tiger grouper, grey reef sharks,
hawksbill and green turtles and see long snout or lined seahorses.
